He explained 4 

that Act 164 of 2022 now allows cosmetology salon 5 

square footage to be 120 square feet but is still 6 

subject to a minimum width of 10 feet.  He stated the 7 

law takes effect in 60 days from the passage and is 8 

not yet in effect.  He noted that the Board would be 9 

treating all future applications as if the law has 10 

taken effect and would be taking that into account 11 

for any variance requests that come in.   12 

 Mr. Barrett mentioned also asking the Bureau of 13 

Enforcement and Investigation (BEI), when doing 14 

initial inspections in the interim period of Act 164, 15 

to not deny initial inspections based on that square 16 

footage as long as it complies with the new language 17 

of 120 square feet with a minimum width of 10 feet.]
