(APA) Office of Program Consultation and Accreditation
Public Comment Period
[Richard F. Small, Ph.D., Chairman, noted the APA
Office of Program Consultation and Accreditation
Public Comment Period and received no response from
Board members. ]

Discussion Items - Psychological Clinical Science
Accreditation System (PCSAS)
[Richard F. Small, Ph.D., Chairman, noted a prior
Board presentation and discussion regarding the
Psychological Clinical Science Accreditation System
and referred to the documents the Board requested from
other states. He mentioned that PCSAS has asked to be
included along with APA and the Canadian Psychological

Association (CPA) as automatic accreditation.

Sargent's Court Reporting Service, Inc.
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Dr. Bradley expressed concern that it was not
clear as to whether other states approved PCSAS or
whether they have been approved by default and would
be willing to consider organizations or other means
toward accreditation.

Dr. Spayd agreed with Dr. Bradley’s comments.

She addressed comments from the Association of State
and Provincial Psychology Boards (ASPPB), noting that
the accreditation body is much less specific in
requiring certain courses or training programs or ways
of achieving the competencies and the knowledge
necessary to be a doctoral student in psychology and
make it much more flexible.

Dr. Spayd noted ASPPB’s concern 1s that the
degrees in different programs may be quite variable
and not consistent in their requirements, which would
make it difficult for people to move from state to
state because state boards would have difficulty
assessing that certificate which implies equivalency
in training.

Dianne Chambless, Ph.D., Professor and Director
of Clinical Training, Department of Psychology,
University of Pennsylvania, commented that other
states have recognized PCSAS and other states have

explicitly approved them.

Sargent's Court Reporting Service, Inc.
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Dr. Chambless addressed comments from ASPPR,
noting that PCSAS does seek flexibility but has all
kinds of requirements, where students have to be well-
educated in psychology as well as in clinical
psychology.

Michael F. Pogue-Geile, Ph.D., Professor and
Clinical Program Chair, Department of Psychology,
University of Pittsburgh, echoed Dr. Chambless’
comments that a number of states have approved PCSAS
and thought that list had been sent to the Board but
offered to provide that 1list of states again.

Dr. Pogue-Geile pointed out that the licensure
pass rate for graduates of PCSAS student programs is
around 97 percent in contrast to a considerably lower
pass rate from non-PCSAS APA-accredited programs.

Dr. Pogue-Geile addressed transferability across
states, noting that each university is making the
decision individually as to whether they will carry
both APA accreditation and PCSAS accreditation with a
few universities that opted for PCSAS accreditation
only, but many are keeping both until a substantial
majority of states recognize PCSAS. He mentioned the
other advantage of allowing PCSAS is that graduates of
PCSAS programs from other states would be able to help

with the psychologist shortage in Pennsylvania.

Sargent's Court Reporting Service, Inc.
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Dr. DonGiovanni expressed concern with the
organization not accrediting or certifying doctor of
psychology programs. He also commented that their
regulations at the moment and the new regulations
specifically state APA accreditation and would require
changes to the regulations if they go this route.

Dr. McAleer noted similarity between the old
conflict between allopathic and osteopathic
physicians, where the medical doctors initially had
great concern about the osteopaths and their skill and
ability. He stated, regardless of what contentions
are made about who is better and who does what better,
that the proof is in the pudding, and those who make
it through the rigorous process of graduating from any
program and go on to pass national exams and receive
board certification are serving the public well.

Dr. McAleer also expressed concern about the
portability as mentioned by ASPPB, but noted it to be
the concern of those going into PCSAS-only accredited
programs. He is hopeful that PCSAS programs will be
honest with their students, where graduating from
there may not grant them the ability to practice in
certain areas of the country until there is uniformity
of acceptance.

Dr. Erickson expressed concern with APA having

Sargent's Court Reporting Service, Inc.
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essentially a monopoly in terms of accreditation of
programs and welcomed the ability to have additional
accrediting bodies like PCSAS that can provide some
competition in the marketplace and be a healthy
development for their profession.

Dr. Erickson agreed with Dr. McAleer’s comments,
where people who apply to these programs are aware of
whatever limitations might be present in terms of
portability, and he believed more is better than less.
He agreed that regulations are an issue but noted that
they can be amended.

Dr. Chambless commented that programs that
dropped APA accreditation have been extremely clear on
their websites. She explained that there are
discussions with their students who will have to
decide whether to take the risk of not being licensed
in every state when they finish their program because
of specific regquirements in other states.

Dr. Chambless stated PCSAS puts a lot of emphasis
on truth and advertising on program websites and
examines program websites carefully when people come
in for accreditation or reaccreditation to make sure
the programs are informing students of all kinds of
issues.]

He mentioned the need for discussion
regarding requirements for acceptable supervisory
experience and group supervision as to whether it 1is
of lesser value or less equality than supervision
delivered on a one-to-one basis in terms of
regulations.

Dr. McAleer asked whether any stakeholders were
on the call that could help the Board understand and
define the value of alternate forms of supervision and
possibly virtual group supervision.

Dr. Spayd noted that the other half of the
equation is the required continuing education (CE)
coursework and whether it should be less specific or

more specific, even the number of hours of continuing

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education. She commented that stakeholder input would
be appreciated regarding best practices and research
evidence to offer what training works best for
psychologist licensees to be able to protect the
public.

Dr. DonGiovanni recommended tabling the
discussion and asking stakeholders and ASPPB for some
input to be discussed at length at a future meeting.

Chairman Small also asked Dr. McAleer to provide
a summary of his thoughts.

Dr. McAleer offered to provide a summary for the
Board. He commented that it is not just CE and
supervision and that the Board cracked a little
shibboleth when they voted on the PCSAS. He stated
the Board might end up reaffirming what they have been
doing as the gold standard or the thing that protects
the public the best but believed the Board has to
think about these things rather than just assuming
they are there because they are good, current, or the
most beneficial.]
