Appointment - Children’s Health Insurance Program  9 

 Presentation 10 

[Peggy Slothower, Medical Services Analyst, Children’s 11 

Health Insurance Program, introduced herself and 12 

Patrick Harmon.   13 

 Ms. Slothower informed the Board that CHIP has 14 

provided healthcare to hundreds of thousands of 15 

children for the past 25 years.  Pennsylvania was the 16 

model that the federal government used for other 17 

states.   18 

 Ms. Slothower addressed the Affordable Care Act 19 

provision that requires all providers who render, 20 

order, refer, prescribe, or bill for items or services 21 

to CHIP enrollees to be enrolled with the Department 22 

of Human Services by the end of December of 2017 and 23 

obtain a Processing and Management Information System 24 

(PROMISe) ID.   25 
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 Ms. Slothower stated records based on claims paid 1 

during 2016 currently indicate 31,978 service 2 

locations have not yet enrolled and can be denied 3 

payment for services.  She noted that providers not 4 

enrolled must complete the CHIP Provider Enrollment 5 

Application for their provider type and each service 6 

location.   7 

 Ms. Slothower emphasized that providers will not 8 

become a Medical Assistance provider nor be required 9 

to render services to MA beneficiaries but may be a 10 

CHIP-only provider. 11 

  Ms. Slothower noted the electronic enrollment 12 

options as well as paper applications available at the 13 

website.     14 

 Ms. Slothower mentioned that some providers will 15 

be subject to a $560 application fee.  She offered 16 

examples of provider types that will be subjected to 17 

the fee, including rehabilitation facilities, home 18 

health agencies, and hospice.     19 

 Ms. Slothower stated CHIP is administered through 20 

a managed care organization (MCO).]   21

 Ms. Snader provided information on the Board’s 6 

licensee population, which is at 5,876 for Fiscal Year 7 

2017-2018. 8 

 Ms. Snader addressed revenue sources, noting that 9 

renewals and applications make up 95 percent of the 10 

revenue.  She referred to the biennial totals for 11 

Fiscal Years 2015-2016 and 2016-2017.  Ms. Snader 12 

stated the last fee increase was in 2005 and the exam 13 

cost is $300 biennially. 14 

 Ms. Snader explained the expenses are incurred 15 

from direct charges, timesheet charges, and license-16 

based charges.  Ms. Snader reviewed expenses for 17 

Fiscal Year 2015-2016, Fiscal Year 2016-2017, and 18 

Fiscal Year 2017-2018.   19 

 Ms. Snader reviewed revenue and expenses showing 20 

Fiscal Year 2015-2016 balance, Fiscal Year 2016-2017 21 

balance, and budgeted amount for Fiscal Year 2017-22 

2018.  She also noted the proposed budget for Fiscal 23 

Year 2018-2019, Fiscal Year 2019-2020, and Fiscal Year 24 

2020-2021 with a positive balance throughout the 25 
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coming years.  1 

 Ms. Snader addressed Board member expenses for 2 

Fiscal Year 2015-2016 and Fiscal Year 2016-2017 with a 3 

Fiscal Year 2017-2018 budget amount, noting the 4 

expenses for Fiscal Year 2017-2018.  She also reviewed 5 

the 2018-2019 request and budgeted amount.]  6
