Supervision Committee Meeting - Qualifications for
Supervisors

[Joy E. Corby, Ph.D., LMFT, discussed changes by the
committee in reference to § 47.la regarding
qualifications for supervisors to include “and have
completed either a 3-credit semester graduate course
in supervision or an organized training program in
clinical supervision that must cover theories and

models of supervision, cultural issues in clinical

Sargent's Court Reporting Service, Inc.
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supervision, legal and ethical issues, methods and
techniques of supervision, and supervisory
relationship issues” with each topic having a minimum
of 4 CEUs and a total of 20 CEUs per training program.

Dr. Corby commented that some states certify or
license supervisors and those individuals would meet
this requirement. She stated, since supervision 1is
important to the furtherance of the field, an
individual may take up to 2 biennial renewal periods
in order to obtain the required training in clinical
supervision of the 20 CEUs and then at least 4 CEUs in
clinical supervision during each biennial renewal
period thereafter.

Dr. Kraus discussed the mandated training with
the 4-year period to obtain the required minimal
training in these five areas for each of the
specializations.

Chair Cardone noted that individuals from a state
that does not have a credential would have to meet
this mandated training before they could act as a
supervisor.

Ms. Matter noted a concern for individuals who do
not meet the endorsement criteria and are coming in
under exam who may not be licensed in the other state.

She commented that qualifications for the supervisors

Sargent's Court Reporting Service, Inc.
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would be in their area of supervision, noting that a

supervisor has to be a licensed professional counselor
and have 5 years’ experience in the last 10 years as a
professional counselor regardless of their experience.

Ms. Matter noted two separate qualifications for
supervisors to check off.

Dr. Corby noted that many states require being
licensed or credentialed in order to do supervision.]

Dr. Jordal gquestioned whether anywhere in the
language states any type of equivalency supervision.
He addressed the marriage and family therapist (MFT)
discipline language around equivalency within the
Commission on Accreditation for Marriage and Family
Therapy Education (COAAMFTE) regulation.

Dr. Corby mentioned that the American Association
for Marriage and Family Therapy (AAMFT) was the only
organization that had an approved supervisor

designation.

Sargent's Court Reporting Service, Inc.
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Dr. Kraus noted the Center for Credentialing and
Education under the National Board for Certified
Counselors, which offers an approved clinical
supervisor certificate.

Chair Cardone stated there are supervision
qualifications and certifications in social work also,
but it is more prescribed in marriage and family
therapy. She mentioned national credentials for a
supervisor does not have the same imprimatur as an
MFET.

Dr. Corby discussed placing additional questions
on the system during the renewal process regarding
supervision. She also mentioned placing information
under § 49.14 regarding standards for supervisors,
noting that supervisors have the responsibility to
review and discuss regulations with their supervisees.

Dr. Kraus suggested changing § 47.1la(l) (iii)
regarding legal and ethical issues to include “in
supervision” instead of opening another chapter under
standards. ]

Ms. Matter noted her concern with people coming
from other states who may not be licensed, and by exam
is the only way they are going to get a license, not
endorsement. She suggested there may be many
applications asking for a waiver of supervision
qualifications.

Chair Cardone noted that current regulations

Sargent's Court Reporting Service, Inc.
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state that individuals have to have been practicing 5
out of the last 10 years and questioned whether hours
are not accepted if someone does not attest that time.

Ms. Matter explained that the supervisor has to
mark off their qualification on the supervised
clinical experience forms and if they do not meet
those qualifications the hours would not be accepted.

Dr. Corby suggested finding a state with a
composite Board that has a license for supervision for
consideration.

Mr. Fritz suggested reviewing contiguous states
for similar language, which is typically done for any
new regulation.

Mr. Fritz suggested having Ms. Montgomery review
and address the pros and cons of the current language
and ways to make it work at the next meeting.

Dr. Corby noted discussion that would add
language to the CEU section similar to what she
presented.

Dr. Corby addressed § 47.16, § 48.17, and § 49.18
regarding licensure by endorsement changes in order to
accept licensees from other states. She offered a
change as a beginning point for discussion towards

portability and to change the regulations.]

endorsement requirements do require the person to hold
a clinical social work license that is in good
standing from another state. She noted that MFTs and
LPCs are worded differently and they must hold a
current license in good standing and demonstrate proof
of being actively engaged in the practice for five
years of the last 7 years immediately preceding the
filing of the application, where LCSWs do not.

Ms. Matter commented that it is in the statute
that the applicant has been actively engaged in the
practice of marriage and family therapy for 5 of the
last 7 years, which is the law for MFTs and LPCs. She
noted that for clinical social work, it states the
applicant holds a clinical social work license and
does not need to verify active practice.]

by endorsement for marriage and family therapy, where
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it states to hold a marriage and family therapy
license that is in good standing from another state,
the applicant shall provide a letter from the other
state’s licensing authority where the marriage and
family therapist is licensed certifying licensure and
reporting any disciplinary action.

Dr. Corby referred to § 48.17(5), noting where it
states “demonstrates to the Board’s satisfaction the
applicant has a minimum and been actively engaged in
the practice of marriage and family therapy for five
of the last seven years immediately preceding the
filing of the application for licensure by
endorsement.”

Ms. VanOrder noted that the regulations cannot go
beyond, outside, or contradicts the Act or those
regulations will be struck down.

Ms. Matter pointed out that the regulation states
the applicant holds a marriage and family therapy
license that 1is in good standing from another state
but does not state how long. She noted that the law
states, “have to be engaged in practice for 5 of the
last 7 years for the MFTs” would need to be added to
the suggested language.

Dr. Corby suggested the addition of No. 4 to

include, “must have been actively engaged in practice
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for 5 of the last 7 years.”

Ms. Matter noted that educational requirements
also have to be met according to the Act. She
commented that everyone applying for license, whether
coming by exam, endorsement, or reciprocity have to
meet the educational requirements as specified in
section 7 (e) (2).

Chair Cardone asked that this issue be placed on
the agenda for further discussion at the next
meeting. ]

from a licensed professional counselor’s (LPC) side on
the Council for Accreditation of Counseling & Related
Educational Programs’ (CACREP) requirements as it
relates to graduate programs.

Dr. Corby explained that CACREP for LPCs was a
wonderful set program but the courses that they
provide do not meet the educational requirements that
are listed for MFTs. She commented that a number of
programs are not really meeting the educational
requirements and would like further discussion with
the Board regarding this issue.

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avallable for reference, and the Board tries to follow
what was previously approved by other Board members.]
