Ms. Adams addressed licensee population from a
revenue standpoint. She reviewed FY 2014-2015,

FYy 2016-2017, and FY 2018-2019. The licensee count
was 22,908, but with a recent additional 400, the
total increased to 23,308. She mentioned current

growth in the licensee population with an additional

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2,411 licensees compared to FY 2014-2015.

Ms. Adams stated 94.2% of revenue was from
renewals and applications. She discussed the current
biennial total.

Ms. Adams reviewed the categorical breakdown of
administrative and legal expenses for FY 2016-2017 and
FYy 2017-2018, the FY 2018-2019 budget, and FY 2018-
2019 expenses. She noted a recent increase in
expenses. She commented that the current budget was
adequate for FY 2018-2019.

Ms. Adams addressed revenues and expenses from

as the budget balance.

Chair Cardone guestioned why the cost of
prosecution was on track to double over the next two
or three years.
