Appointment - Prosecution Division Presentation
[Carolyn A. Delaurentis, Esquire, Deputy Chief
Counsel, Prosecution Division, introduced herself and
provided a brief summary of her professional
background.

Ms. Delaurentis provided information for the
State Board of Social Workers, Marriage and Family
Therapists, and Professional Counselors for
FY 2018-2019, noting 269 cases were opened and 201
open cases as of July 1, 2019. She also provided
information regarding enforcement statistics.

Ms. DelLaurentis noted 69 immediate temporary
suspensions, 1in general, for the prosecution division

in FY 2018-2019 and 11,359 open cases as of July 1.

Sargent's Court Reporting Service, Inc.
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She mentioned the past fiscal period, noting that
14,030 cases were opened, which is up from 12,604 the
year before. She noted 13,270 cases were closed 1in
the fiscal year.

Ms. Delaurentis addressed the Pennsylvania
Justice Network (JNET), where the prosecution division
receives an alert when licensees from all of the
Boards and Commissions are charged with a crime. She
noted that two administrative assistants process those
to look for arrests that are relevant for each Board.

Ms. Delaurentis reviewed the Office of General
Counsel’s Mediation Program, which is free of charge.
She stated the consent agreement will show if the case
was resolved through mediation.]

Report of Acting Commissioner

[K. Kalonji Johnson, Acting Commissioner, Bureau of
Professional and Occupational Affairs, announced that
Governor Wolf signed House Bill 1172, which is now Act
41 of 2019, allowing Boards and Commissions of the
Commonwealth to provide provisional licenses and
license by endorsement to promote licensure
portability for those actively licensed in other
states.

Acting Commissioner Johnson commented that Act 41
of 2019 does not supersede any of the existing
Practice Acts or provisions of law. He stated
candidates must be licensed in another jurisdiction
and meet the criteria and have no discipline or no
conviction. The General Assembly was very clear that
they want to promote portability of licensure and
passed this legislation with the desire to promote the
Commonwealth as a place for professionals to come and
work.

Acting Commissioner Johnson commented that the
bill was intended for military spouses who were not
able to settle in one place.

Acting Commissioner Johnson stated the bill will

become effective in 60 days from July 2, 2019, but
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each Board must promulgate regulations. He noted that
Cindy Montgomery, Deputy Chief Counsel, will address
all of the regulatory requirements.

Acting Commissioner Johnson stated an applicant
with a license in a jurisdiction that has similar
requirements would be granted a provisional license so
they would be able to complete additional
requirements. He noted that Act 41 of 2019 would not
obviate the requirements but would allow those to work
while studying.

Acting Commissioner Johnson noted that the
legislation does state each Board and Commission shall
promulgate regulations and mentioned the need for
discussion regarding promulgating rulemaking.

Acting Commissioner Johnson commented that the
General Assembly created this one-size-fits-all
solution because it spends too much time focusing on
the 29 different Practice Acts. He stated the
intent behind the bill was to obviate the push for
compacts in a lot of different professions. He
mentioned that the General Assembly felt this bill was
a fix to a compact, which was designed for ease of the
applicant to apply 1 time in 13 different
jurisdictions. He stated the bill allows some level

of flexibility with the Commonwealth and gives the

Sargent's Court Reporting Service, Inc.
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Boards flexibility and somewhat of a say in terms of
how they navigate this process of increasing
portability without having to wait for individual
statutory changes in their practice acts.

Acting Commissioner Johnson again noted that the
bill becomes effective in 60 days and then figure out
whether or not there are going to be 29 individual
rulemakings or one omnibus package and move it
through.
