Report from Other Board Members 19 

[Renee J. Cardone, MSW, LCSW, Chair, noted prior 20 

discussion regarding the possibility of conducting 21 

education sessions for candidates for licensure and 22 

current licensees.  These education sessions would 23 

answer questions regarding the practices and authority 24 

of the Board.   25 
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 Ms. Wucinski suggested that Ms. McCarthy encourage 1 

the students to attend Board meetings in her 2 

presentations at the schools.  Dr. Corby discussed the 3 

importance of explaining the regulations to students. 4 

Johanna Byrd, ACSW, IOM, CAE, Executive Director, 5 

National Association of Social Workers, agreed with 6 

approaching different student groups and professional 7 

organizations for Board presentations.   8 

Chair Cardone discussed dealing with the costs of 9 

such presentations.  Acting Commissioner Johnson noted 10 

past presentations of the Board that were not well 11 

attended.  Chair Cardone clarified that the 12 

presentations being discussed would be performed by a 13 

few Board members, not the whole Board.  Acting 14 

Commissioner Johnson explained the costs to the Board 15 

would be similar to approving participation of a Board 16 

member to a conference.  He discussed conducting 17 

presentations at regional meetings. 18 

Dr. Kraus suggested creating a webinar that may be 19 

seen by anyone with internet access.  There would be 20 

no transportation costs, and it would also eliminate 21 

an uncomfortable public forum.  Chair Cardone 22 

reiterated the need for also live presentations. 23 

Ms. Byrd outlined the webinars provided by the 24 

National Association of Social Workers.  She stated 25 
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the details can be developed for live presentations.  1 

Ms. Martin discussed gathering more interest for the 2 

presentations by offering continuing education credits 3 

to the different agencies.   4 

Acting Commissioner Johnson noted that the content 5 

of the material would not change whether the 6 

presentation is via webinar or live.  The Director of 7 

Governmental Affairs can reach out to various 8 

stakeholders with contact information.  Mr. Johnson 9 

discussed the capability for broadcast streaming and 10 

the archiving of that streaming for continued access. 11 

He recapped the process for advertising these 12 

presentations.  Dr. Elberfeld suggested inviting the 13 

members to view the setup of the videotaping.  Mr. 14 

Johnson outlined the crafting of the webinar 15 

presentation. 16 

Chair Cardone suggested videotaping one of the 17 

Board meetings.  The Board discussed developing a 18 

format for a webinar for the Board's consideration.  19 

Mr. Johnson explained that the Board Administrator 20 

would work with him and the State's staff for the 21 

development and videotaping of a webinar.   22 

Chair Cardone inquired as to volunteers to serve 23 

on a committee to development the format for a 24 

webinar.  Dr. Corby, Dr. Kraus, and Dr. Elberfeld 25 
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volunteered to serve on the committee.] 1

Mr. Johnson outlined changes in protocol 3 

for entry into the buildings commencing on November 1, 4 

2019.  State ID badges must be presented or visitor 5 

credentials obtained for entry.  Capitol Police will 6 

be patrolling the facilities. 7 

 Chair Cardone thanked the Commissioner and staff 8 

for their assistance with getting the Board's agenda 9 

online.  She discussed the inability to open agenda 10 

documents.  Acting Commissioner Johnson reviewed the 11 

steps of staff to troubleshoot and resolve similar 12 

issues.
