Appointment – Bureau of Finance and Operations Budget  9 

  Presentation  10 

[Kimberly A. Mattis, Director, Bureau of Finance and 11 

Operations, introduced herself, and Julie Snader, 12 

Deputy Director, Bureau of Finance and Operations. 13 

 Ms. Mattis provided information regarding the 14 

Board’s licensee population.  Ms. Mattis stated there 15 

are currently 25,195 licensees with an increase of 157 16 

licensees as of this morning.  She compared the past 17 

renewal cycle in FY17-18, which reflected a recent 18 

increase of over 2,000 licensees.    19 

 Ms. Mattis referred to the last biennial renewal 20 

period, noting the FY17-18 and FY18-19 biennial total. 21 

She noted the biggest bulk of revenue was from 22 

renewals and applications at 94 percent of the 23 

revenue.   24 

 Ms. Mattis reviewed administrative and legal 25 
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expenses.  She mentioned expenses can be incurred from 1 

timesheet-based charges, license-based charges, and 2 

direct charges.  She noted expenses for FY17-18, FY18-3 

19 and the budget for FY19-20, as well as the expenses 4 

as of 11/07. 5 

 Ms. Mattis reviewed revenue and expenses, noting 6 

FY19-20 would be in the red.  She commented that FY20-7 

21 was when the licensed bachelor social workers would 8 

be applying for their licensure, and a large amount of 9 

revenue would be brought in for the Board.  She also 10 

noted additional applicants in FY21-22, and FY22-23 11 

would be when those individuals would renew for the 12 

first time.  She further explained that in addition to 13 

the licensed bachelor social workers, the Board would 14 

have an application fee increase as well for first-15 

time applicants.  She stated nothing was changing with 16 

the renewal fees of the current licensees, just on the 17 

application side.   18 

 Ms. Mattis mentioned that it was too early to 19 

tell if the fees would make the Board solvent again, 20 

but will continue to monitor the matter.  She noted 21 

working with the Independent Regulatory Review 22 

Commission and the Governor’s Office to stabilize all 23 

of the Boards.   24 

 Chair Cardone questioned why legal fees jumped 25 
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well over $100,000 in FY18-19 and almost $100,000 in 1 

FY19-20.  Ms. Mattis explained that the amount of time 2 

Board prosecution was charging to the Board was a big 3 

factor due to additional cases or more complex cases, 4 

along with the Board’s use of expert witness services. 5 

She stated those expenses did increase between FY17-18 6 

and FY18-19, and the cost so far this year for the 7 

expert witness service was $40,000.   8 

 Chair Cardone questioned where the money comes 9 

from when the revenue is less than expenses.  Ms. 10 

Mattis explained that the Board was part of the larger 11 

augmentation account, where the Board is able to 12 

temporarily borrow from that account. 13 

 Dr. Corby questioned whether the Board should 14 

increase licensure fees.  Ms. Mattis cautioned against 15 

stopping the current fee package, because the 16 

anticipated number of new licensees anticipated to 17 

come in with the new class and the anticipated 18 

additional revenue with their application fees could 19 

be enough to make a huge surplus in the restricted 20 

account.  21 

 Dr. Jordal questioned whether the Board would be 22 

able to see some type of comparison with other Boards 23 

as far as costs in handling these matters.  Ms. 24 

Mattis will discuss this with the Commissioner’s 25 
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Office.  1 

 Dr. Kraus questioned whether the Pennsylvania 2 

Licensing System (PALS) will include electronic 3 

contact information, rather than just physical 4 

addresses.  Deputy Commissioner Lambert commented that 5 

it was not included for privacy reasons, but she will 6 

discuss the matter further with the Commissioner. 7 

 Dr. Santiago requested additional information 8 

regarding membership expenses.  Ms. Mattis explained 9 

that the Board pays membership fees for the American 10 

Association of State Counseling Boards, the 11 

Association of Marital and Family Therapy Regulatory 12 

Boards, and the Association of Social Work Boards.   13 

  14 

 Ms. Mattis reviewed the Board member cost 15 

categories with expenses for FY17-18 and FY18-19.  She 16 

noted the budget for the current fiscal year, which 17 

was exceeding the Board's spending and will be kept 18 

the same for FY20-21.  She stated any amount the Board 19 

does not use goes back to the restricted account to 20 

help pay off what was borrowed from the augmentation 21 

account.] 22

Report of Board Counsel  24 

[Dana M. Wucinski, Esquire, Board Counsel, noted that 25 
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the Board would be discussing the consent agreements 1 

presented in the meeting, along with agenda items 7 2 

and 8 and 11 through 17 in Executive Session.  She 3 

also noted hearings at 1:00 p.m. and 2:00 p.m.] 4

Report of Board Chair  6 

[Renee J. Cardone, MSW, LCSW, Chair, discussed her 7 

attendance at the Association of Social Work Boards 8 

(ASWB) Meeting in Orlando, Florida.  She referred to 9 

the hardcopy of recent compilation by ASWB of 10 

supervision requirements across the states for the 11 

Board’s review.  She noted the information is 12 

available on the ASWB website.   13 

 Chair Cardone mentioned that ASWB established the 14 

ASWB Foundation to research regulatory issues 15 

concerning the profession of social work to fund via 16 

grants that can be applied to conduct research related 17 

to the regulations of social work.   18 

 Chair Cardone stated ASWB voted on changing the 19 

wording in the bylaws regarding agreements for testing 20 

in various states.  She noted testing to be 21 

problematic because of expenses related to getting the 22 

exams up and running in every state, where ASWB had to 23 

negotiate a contract in every state for the 24 

administration of the test.   25 
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 Chair Cardone explained that ASWB rewrote the 1 

bylaws to basically say that the administration of the 2 

exam is part of the efforts to decrease the complexity 3 

of renegotiating contracts in every state.   4 

 Chair Cardone mentioned Dale Atkinson, who is the 5 

attorney for ASWB, and a number of other organizations 6 

similar to ASWB is preparing  a report on cases across 7 

various states.  She recommended Board members attend 8 

the training that ASWB offers, where Mr. Atkinson 9 

discusses important cases. 10 

 Chair Cardone noted a report at every delegate 11 

assembly by the team who conduct the social work exam 12 

testing.  She mentioned a lengthy discussion about 13 

procedures that are set in place to combat fraud, 14 

where Mr. Atkinson addressed some of the antics.  She 15 

mentioned there was a huge effort to uncover any fraud 16 

that might be occurring with regard to these exams 17 

with the help of investigators and people at these 18 

exams to look for fraud.   19 

 Chair Cardone addressed Board member exchange, 20 

where one representative from each Board talks about 21 

what is going on in the various Boards.  She stated 22 

some of the Boards do their own investigations.  She 23 

mentioned discussion regarding the requirements for 24 

supervision across the states, noting that individuals 25 
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need to be certified by the Board to supervise in half 1 

of the jurisdictions. 2 

 Chair Cardone mentioned an education meeting 3 

coming up in April, where Composite Boards will talk 4 

about differences between Composite Boards and Social 5 

Work Boards.  6 

 Chair Cardone addressed the recent committee 7 

meeting regarding revisions to the regulations, noting 8 

a motion can be made to suspend enforcement of the 9 

maximum number of CE credit hours that can be obtained 10 

by home study under § 47.33(d), so all 30 hours may be 11 

accrued by home study or online. 12 

 Ms. Matter stated it also needs suspended for  13 

§ 48.33(d) and § 49.33(d).]  14

Ms. Matter as board administrator.   14 

 Dr. Corby noted discussion regarding inviting 15 

programs in different locations and students as well 16 

as licensees to get a mix.  She mentioned areas for 17 

discussion, including Act 76 regarding supervision and 18 

questions that are frequently asked. 19 

 Ms. Wucinski suggested that other topics of 20 

discussion during these webinars could be addressing 21 

some of the frequently asked questions of the Board 22 

such as legal advice and informing individuals that  23 

neither the Board nor board counsel or board staff can 24 

provide legal advice to licensees. This would include 25 
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interpretation of the Board’s statutes.  She also 1 

noted that questions surrounding teletherapy is 2 

another frequently asked question. Ms. Wucinski 3 

pointed out that there are no regulations on 4 

teletherapy yet; however, Ms. Wucinski noted that the 5 

Board’s FAQs now address these commonly asked 6 

question.   7 

 Dr. Corby was hopeful of getting individuals 8 

involved who are not licensed yet when they hear about 9 

the webinar.  She also mentioned giving 1 hour of CEU 10 

to those who are already licensed get some attraction. 11 

  12 

 Ms. Wucinski will look into this matter but noted 13 

that the Board would have to be a preapproved 14 

provider. 15 

 Dr. Kraus mentioned having an archive resource on 16 

the Board’s website to act as a real available 17 

assignment and tool in graduate training programs, so 18 

individuals early on in pursuit of licensure through 19 

graduate programs could access the questions they will 20 

face at some point in time, as early as an 21 

introduction course to a graduate program they are 22 

enrolled in.
